Photocopy requests that fall within the fair use guidelines of the copyright law will be
honored. The Agreement governs the reproduction of the work, primarily, in its
entirety. Requests for dissertations will be referred to University Microfilms, Inc. before
they are considered.

AGREEMENT

For and in consideration of the mutual promises and agreements hereinafter set forth, the parties
to this Agreement, , (hereinafter "Author"), author of
the thesis/dissertation entitled

(hereinafter the "Work™") and Virginia Commonwealth University Libraries (hereinafter "VCU
Libraries") mutually agree as follows:

1. Author hereby submits the Work to VCU Libraries for binding. Once bound, the Work
will be maintained within the VCU Libraries collection and/or archives.

2. Author hereby grants to VCU Libraries unlimited rights to duplicate the Work by
photocopy, microfilm, microfiche, or other appropriate means for educational, research
and inter-library loan purposes and to make said copies of the Work available to persons
requesting same, consistent with the policies and practices of VCU Libraries. Costs of
photocopying or other duplication will be borne by the party making the request.

3. VCU Libraries agrees to cause the Work to be appropriately bound, catalogued and
maintained in its collection. Access to the Work will be provided upon reasonable request
and consistent with VCU Libraries policies and practices.
